Treatment

Children can undergo a number of different types and settings of treatment for behavior disorders such as insight-oriented therapy, play therapy, group psychotherapy, behavior therapy, family therapy, and drug therapy.  Other services available along with therapy include home-based, center-based, or school based programs, residential programs, hospitals, and one-to-one or family therapy provided by private practitioners.1
