In my opinion, a native speaker of English would have to not only have been raised in their home environment in English, but also think  and dream in English naturally  regardless of  any other language they might speak For example, people always, I believe, get angry and curse in their native language naturally. 

2.
When I was trying to learn Spanish on my own back in Canada, I could not for the life of me understand how, or even why, Spanish verbs were congregated. When someone would say something to me, I would repeat the same back but I did not realize that I was repeating the verb back in the second person. I overcame this problem when I found myself explaining the third person “s” in English and finally understood that I we congregate verbs in English as well.

3.
The revised issues show that there are differences between L1 and L2 acquisition and that by knowing and taking into consideration these differences, so we can understand how to best apply methods and techniques for the type of learner we have. The issues also demonstrate that we have obstacles to think about when we teach L2 and that recognizing these hurdles will allow us to prepare ourselves to plan to encounter them, and then deal with them effortlessly.
