Your objective:  Observe one class period in an elementary school (ages 7-10).  Use the checklist provided by H. Douglas Brown. You should also prepare five charts for each of the factors that play a role in teaching children. See the example
PAY ATTENTION TO:

Use of Chalkboard/Overhead Projector: Legible? Visible? Make sense? What might have been done differently? (take a picture at the end of the lesson and bring Next class)
Handouts, Test, etc. How helpful are they? How do they contribute to learning? Legible? Understandable? (get copies and bring Next Class )
Use of the Textbook: Does it "dominate" what happens in class? How is it used? For what purposes? How often? How helpful is it? Do students appear to like it? 
To complete your project, be sure to do the following:
1. Before observing a class in the elementary school, be sure to get permission from both the teacher and principal.   Request the name of the principal for the letter of permission.  Also, obtain from the teacher a brief description of what the class will be doing along with the educational goals for the day you're observing. (If you are given an oral description, write it down).

2. On the day of the observation: Arrive a few minutes early and sit in the back silently (do not talk to the students). Have paper,  pen or pencil, and checklists. First, I suggest you spend a few minutes to "take in" the physical environment. You should be taking notes and checking the checklists during the entire class, starting from the time you enter. Be as descriptive and specific as possible. *The more detailed your notes are, the more they will help you make connections.  

Prepare a written report include: 
Presentation page
Index

I. Information Page: Name of the school, grade, age (students and teacher), gender (students and teacher), day/date/time/ of the observation.

II. Sitting arrangement (draw a map of the classroom or take a picture)
III. the teacher´s lesson plan based on what you observed include the language focus and method/approach,  
IV. Report: of what you observed(checklists by Brown) and your perceptions of whether the teacher was able to teach the children effectively based on the factors to be considered when teaching children suggested by H. Douglas Brown (your checklists)

V.  Appendix ( include your charts and notes).
