Objectives: 

Students will:

· Learn about what the Ancient Egyptians did in their free time
· Understand the traditions that the Ancient Egyptians participated in. 

Resources: 

· Post-it notes
· “Ancient Egypt” books

· Construction Paper

· White paper

· Writing utensils (pencils, colored pencils, crayons, etc.)

Outline: 

Introduction (5 min.)
· Students will create a bar graph using post-it notes and the board of things they like to do in their spare time. 

·  Each student will get 3 post-it notes to write down what they like to do in their spare time.  
· Create a bar graph on the board of the information.  

· Discuss the results.

· What do you think that the Ancient Egyptians liked to do in their spare time?  Create a list on the board and discuss.  
Body (45-50 min.)

· Using the Ancient Egypt books, students will get an understanding of what the Ancient Egyptians liked to do in their spare time.  
· They will choose one aspect of what they like to do and then they will make a model/draw a picture to show what they like to do.  Then they will write a Geo poem using the 5 Themes of Geography that they can about their activity.
