Ancient Egypt
Day 3: Pyramids
Ohio Academic Content Standards:

Objectives: 

Students will:

· Learn about the pyramids of Ancient Egypt
· Learn about why and what makes them important. 
· Work in groups to answer inquiry-based questions

Outline: 

Introduction (5 min.)
· Ask students what these structures represent that makes them meaningful. 
· Introduce the students to the structure of the pyramid by showing pictures. Discuss with the class why these structures were so vital to Egyptian society. Why do they think they were built?
· Write down 3 questions that you have about pyramids that you would like to find the answer to today? 

Body of Lesson (20 min.):

· Students will look at the following website and create a book to demonstrate their understanding of the information they gained about the pyramids and answer their questions about pyramids.

· Students will be placed into groups to read through the material, they will create a pyramid book about the information they learned from the website.  (The book will be in the shape of a pyramid and then the inside pages will be used for them to write information about each of the pyramids by listing important dates and other interesting facts about the pyramids. ) 

Closure (10 min.):

· Students will share with the class information that they learned about the pyramids. 

Homework Assignment: Journal Response:  Now that you know so much about the pyramids.  What would you do if you were going to try to get inside one of these pyramids to see what was inside of one?
