A discipline dictates its own knowledge, methods, practices and skills
· Similar to: 

              Situativity : experiences must be authentic

· Contrasting with:

       Vygotsky : Learning suited to the needs of the learner

        Critical theory: ranges within a community

        Critical reflection: meets aspirations and needs of learner

Therefore, these two theories regard content as disciplinary rather than pedagogical.
