In the great plains Indians often communicated by means other than the words. These signals
were sent in many ways: by horse, blankets, mirrors, smoke and fire arrows at night.
Indians, in a few time, kindled a fire in dry wood, then they threw on it grass or green branches.
After, they covered it with a blanket that was waved at regular times, thus creating "clouds" of
smoke transmitting simple messages, one hundred and more miles away, with almost the same
speed "wireless speakers" of white men.
