CLIL CULTURAL  AWARENESS AND OPPORTUNITIES
Language is a means not an end, and when learners are interested in a topic, they are motivated to acquire language to communicate. CLIL bridges existing curricular and disciplinary boundaries, creating a more integrated learning environment and energizing the disciplines in new ways.
         The lessons with CLIL builds intercultural knowledge and understanding and develops intercultural communication skills and mainly increases learners’ motivation and confidence in both the language and the subject been taught.

Students will have a discussion with their foreign partners using those maps and topics. Students will discuss:
1) The concept of sustainability and apply their understanding to the issue of biodiesel versus fossil fuel use. 
2) Renewable versus non renewable energy activity; search tables, diagrams and graphs. 
3) Biodiesel Chemistry (a domestic reaction): transesterification reaction, acid-base titration 
4) The Biodiesel production in the world: USA, Europe, Italy The business of biodiesel
5) Combustion engines
6) Air pollution
7) Kyoto and Copenhagen climate conferences.
