	What additional support or scaffolding, with suggested experiments, activities, key search words, weblinks would you give your students?
I would use this link, and this link to provide more details on ants themselves to extend and challenge their learning, offering opportunities for students to explore fact so ants and enhance their scientific knowledge. This along with investigating the schoolground for ant hills or groups of ants to conduct smaller experiments such as the ones on the card, allowing firsthand knowledge and experiences.
I would work within groups intermittently to make sure groups are on topic and would have ‘catch’ lessons if groups are beginning to stray too far from the set instructions and engage in class discussions to assist groups who are further behind others.

	Where in the unit could you use these cards? (Immersion Task to start a unit, or a Common Assessment Task?)
I would use a card with more basic questions and inquiry tasks as an immersion activity to get them onto the task and introduced to the topic, creating a class discussion to find common interests and understandings.
I would then use more complex cards for a common formative assessment task approaching the end of the learning sequence to showcase their learning and their progression and increasing knowledge throughout the sequence. This can be done either in pairs or groups as a project to represent their understanding and create diagrams/posters of the topic.



	How much choice and freedom would you give your students (give them a card or free choice)?
I would give the students a specific card to work from at first. This is so each student can initially cover the same knowledge, and can represent their findings, allowing them to compare their results and create a group discussion.
When it came to the formative assessment at the end, I would allow them to choose which card they would focus on, but out of a range of more difficult cards in the list. This will challenge them to further explore their understanding and create more inquiry for the students, which will reflect during discussions and the final submission of work.
