	Cognitive Process
	Explanation

	Selecting – words and images
	- is applied to incoming verbal information to yield a text base and is applied to incoming visual information to yield an image base

	Organizing – words and images
	- is applied to the word base to create a verbally-based model of the 

to-be explained system and is applied to the image base to create a visually-based model of the to-be explained system


	Integrating – words and images
	 - occurs when the learner builds connections between corresponding events (or states or parts) in the verbally-based model and the visually-based model
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
