Oral (0-3 years)
sucking, rooting
cuddling, dependency, basic trust
trust vs. mistrust
eating, kissing, dependent trust
eating disorders, oral sexual obsessions, alcoholism, severe dependency, mistrust

Anal (1.5 – 5 years)
sphincter control
teasing, messing, pleasing
Autonomy vs. Shame & doubt
sexual teasing (foreplay), performing to please others
chronic messiness, scatological language, procrastination

Phallic- Oedipal (2-7)
volitional control of genital stimulation
masturbatory play, bisexual fantasies family romance and oedipus complex, leading to desexualization
Initiative vs.Guilt
enjoyment of sexual fantasy, self-confidence, wishes for children, family; desexualized relationships
severe sexual problems; nonintegration of sexual stimulation with object ties – womanizer, man-eater

Latency (6-10)
improved coordination
sublimation of sexual curiosity and fantasies into hobbies, interests,and intellectual pursuits; avoidance of sexual stimulation; ipsisexual socialization
Industry vs. Inferiority
continued sublimation, control of sexual stimulation, ipsisexual socialization
failure of sublimations leading to promiscuity; decreased ego interests, or sexual inhibition, avoidance of the oppostie sex, neurosis; 

Preadolescence (10-12)
growth of sex organs; capacity for sexual excitement, orgasm
improved ego functions - better reality testing, motor integration, intellect, teasing
idem
independence of object choice, teasing, tolerance for sexual excitement
perverse teasing, inappropriate sexual comments/behavior;

Adolescence (13-18)
adult level sex wishes, menstruation, orgasm, fertility
drive changes: sublimation --- heightened interests in arts, creativity; increased sexual impulsivity; quick shift in 'object', withdrawal/groups for avoidance and control;  masturbation, sexual activity, narcissism
Identity vs. Role Confusion
intense drive pleasure with focus on one object, spontaneity, humor
continuing shift in object;excess group functioning at the expense of intimacy; preference for masturbation and equivalents,  continuing narcissism

Adulthood (18+)
pressure for drive discharge
drive changes: capacity for sublimation, work; desexualized relationships, spontaneity, humor
