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Movement can be categorized by the movement of goods, people, and ideas in a place. This movement is of Canada. 

Goods:


-EXPORTS:

· The United States is Canada's largest export market.

· Since the Canada United States Trade Agreement (CUSTA) was created, the United States is where almost 75% of all Canadian processed food industry exports go.

· The top countries that Canada sends its exports to are: USA, Japan, Asian countries, and the European Union.

· The number of Canadian exports has been continuing to increase ever year since 1995. 

· Canada is a major food exporter, especially in seafood and processed food.

· 18 percentage points of exported food are sugar and confectionery products.

· 17 percentage points of exported food are fruit and vegetable processing

· 14 percentage points of exported food are processed meat.

· 9 percentage points of exported food are processed baked foods and tortillas.

· Canada's major exports, other than food, are: motor vehicles and parts, industrial machinery, aircraft, telecommunications equipment, electronics, chemical, plastics, fertilizers, wood pulp, timber, petroleum, natural gas, electricity, and aluminum. 

-IMPORTS: 

· Imports of processed foods have grown slowly and steadily since 1995 in Canada.

· The major countries it imports to are: China, Thailand, France, and the European Union.

· Canada imports 41% of sugar and confectionery products, 31% of processed foods and vegetables, and 31% of its milled grain and oilseed products.

· Canada's major imports are: machinery and equipment, motor vehicles and parts, electronics, oil, chemicals, electricity, and durable consumer goods. 

People: 

· There are three categories of immigrants in Canada which are: family class (people who are closely related), independent immigrants (who come to the country because of their skill in a certain subject or they are required to immigrate) and refugees.

· Canada is ethnically diverse, so it has a broad immigration policy.

· Many people come and go from Canada to the United States and vice versa very often because the border is loose and unfenced. 

· The two countries are so friendly with each other that this form of immigration is allowed. 

Ideas:

· Canada and the United States exchange and move their ideas through radio, baseball, hockey, and television programs.
