2.4.1.6 Anti-Icing and Deicing Assembly. The

anti-icing and deicing assembly is made up of stationary

and moveable contacts for conducting electrical power

to the resistance-type heating elements on the leading

edge and shank of each blade and the entire spinner

assembly. Continuous anti-icing heaters cover the

spinner front section and the afterbody assembly.

Cyclic deicing heaters cover the remainder of the

spinner front section, the spinner rear section, the blade

shanks, and part of each blade’s leading edge. The

contact ring holder assembly mounted on the aft end of

the barrel assembly contains four sliprings and four

contact brush housing assemblies. Power from the

aircraft electrical system is transmitted through the

brushes and sliprings to the spinner anti-icing and

deicing elements and the blade’s deicing elements.
