j. This is a brief explanation of 24 “publications,” or lists, prepared for Project FAME and Operation TRACE and of their availability to you.  There is no charge for printing, mailing or our “research.”  Contact us to request any specific lists that you would like to receive or to clarify facts or to make other inquiries.  

Introductions:  Overviews of Project FAME =Pub. #1 and Operation TRACE; #2; 1 page, each.  

k. Former Army ESO Addresses: Postal and Email addresses and telephone numbers; #3, 9 pages.  

Current Army ESO Addresses; #4; 5  pages. 

l. Questions (aka “Open cases”): Q1)  “Undeliverable”--returned by postal or Email providers—present address?;  Q2)  “ESO Once or Not?”-- ESO status is uncertain, and Q3) “Eligible ESS or Not?”, #5, 2 pages.  

Missing Educators:  Former Army ESOs for whom addresses and status (changed careers, resigned, retired, or deceased) are unknown to us;  #6, 4 pages.   

m. Clusters: 28 selected communities’ and commands’ ex-ESOs (Bamberg, a new segment);  #7, 7 pages. 

n. The News:   Career changes and other events affecting ca. 31 current and former ESOs; #8, 1 page.

o. Obituaries:   Names and dates of 141 known decedents; #9, 2 pages.

Former Army ESO Histories:  An unabridged list of ex-ESOs in the TI&E and GED Programs and ACES. This extensive series of “mini-bios” of previous ESOs (#10, 24 pages) is available to actively participating researchers. Individual “mini-bios” are available, on request.  They are routinely sent to persons named therein for their own review.  

q. Current Army ESO Histories is a separate roster. The current ESO series (#11, 4 pages) is not published as a whole. Each “mini-bio” is sent out for revision, primarily to each individual concerned.  Their names are eventually incorporated into Former Army ESO Histories as each one’s status changes, e.g., relocation to a different, non-ESO position.

r. Facts-?-Figures (#13), 2 pages:  “Question“; “Comment”; ” Addresses” and “Mini-bio” (#13a);  “F&T ‘Stats.” (#13b), “Order Form for Lists” (#13c)—a  short  version of this List-of-Lists;  “Authors” of articles and books (#13d), and “Contributors” of research items that enhanced FAME/TRACE, viz.., directories, lists, “findees,” photos amd captions, and some of the donors of “Seed Money” towards the Ol’ Timers Reunion in Orlando FL on July 7, 2003 (#13e). 

Contemporaries (on or before 1981):  “Active duty” Army ESOs and ex-ESOs in ACES and in other, primarily governmental  organizations; #14, 2 pages.

s. “Non-respondents”:  Names and last reported addresses of former and current Army ESOs who have not replied to our correspondence recently or at all; excerpted, not published in its entirety; #15, 3 pages.  

t. All Current and Former Army ESOs:  972 names only; #16, 6 pages; Introduction to… #16, #16-I, 1 page; Supplement to… #16, a list of ca. 55  new “findees” since March 22, 2001; #16-S, 2 pages. 

u. Non-ESO Correspondents:  Associated with, or interested in, ESOs and Eligible ESSs; abstracts only; not for distribu-tion, except individual entries, on request; #17, 2 pages.

USAREUR—AECs, ESOs & Eligible ESSs:  names, titles and locations; #18, 3 pages.

EUSA--Areas, Hubs, AECs, ALCs, ESOs & ESSs in Korea:  names, titles and locations; #19, 1 page.

v. Earliest Living ESOs:  Since the mid-1940s—a work in progress; #20; 4 pages.

w. “Seed Money”—Donors for expenses of  the Ol’ Timers Reunion in Orlando FL in July, 2003; #21; 1 page.

Poems—“Ode to Joe” by Joe Bruni, and two light-hearted poems by Joe Scaparra; #22; 2 pages.
