ESL Lesson Plan - Piaget
This is a very traditional ESL lesson plan.  For those learning the first words of a new language the use of a classroom clock is challenging as it forces learners into a new reality.  The lesson must focus directly on the oral language and be carried out at a quick pace.  The learner will have to quickly acquire the new language and assimilate it into their view of the world.
Theme:
Greetings  - Students will engage each other with the following phrases:

Good morning

Good afternoon

Good evening

Proficiency:  Students have no English – beginner ESL
Materials:  Classroom Clock
Method:  Teacher, gesticulating towards a large clock, will model the relevant greetings of good morning, good afternoon, good evening and then engage students in the above greetings.  Students will walk around the class – keeping an eye on the class clock (which the teacher will change periodically). 
Time:   Approximately 20 minutes for a class of 20 students

Objective: 
By the end of the lesson, the learner will know that there are different greetings in English depending on time of day.
Students will be able to greet someone in English using a variety of methods.
Students will also feel confident to respond or initiate a greeting in English.
Measurement:
The teacher will be able to see that the objective is met by pointing to the clock and asking them, “is it good morning, good afternoon or good evening?”
