Oral (0-3 years)
grasping, holding
moving, holding on, letting go
trust vs. mistrust
'holding on' , 'letting go', exercise, motion, acquisitiveness
restlessness, clinging, stealing, 'the money disease' , 'type A' personality

Anal (1.5 – 5 years)
walking, hitting, speech
stubborness, saying 'no'
Autonomy vs. Shame & doubt
tolerating 'getting hands dirty' to 'clean a mess up'; saying 'no' (self-preservation)
demandingness, negativism, contentiousness, sycophantism

Phallic- Oedipal (2-7)
muscle development; rough-and-tumble play
competition with parents, siblings, Oedipus complex; destructive fantasies; war and defiance, leading to deaggressivization
Initiative vs.Guilt
Pursuit and securing of special sexual partner. Ability to compete with pleasure in winning.Deaggressivized relationships
Severe problems with competition in games and life. Untamed hostile aggression/destructiveness

Latency (6-10)
improved coordination
Drive changes: sublimation of violence or competition into sport
Industry vs. Inferiority
Continuous sublimations, esp. games and sports, control of ambition, competitiveness
Failure of sublimation --- violence, greed, competitive inhibition, neurosis

Preadolescence (10-12)
growth of muscles, bones 
improved ego functions - better reality testing, motor integration, intellect; independence, friendly competition
idem
Friendly competition, control through intelect
preference for games over competitive work;

Adolescence (13-18)
intensification of  wishes (purposive intentionality), pursuit, destructiveness in response to threat 
drive changes: sublimation --- carrer choice and advocation; capacity to 'fight back', defend self; pleasure in succeeding; strenghtening of capacity to reject what is not wanted; group formation with direction of hostility to other groups
Identity vs. Role Confusion
Pursuit of interest, career, competition; rejection of what is not wanted; identification with groups ---productive activity; excelling in work;
Identification with hategroups; failed sublimations --- violence, poor frustration tolerance; passivity; non-integration of nonhostile-nondestructive and hostile-destructive  tendencies with self-preservation

Adulthood (18+)
pursuit, holding onto things, using muscle strength
drive changes: +/- stable preferences; ability for group indentification; excelling and winning at work and love; make things go one's way, friendly competition; integration with self-preservation
