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Although Canada is a different country than the U.S. the aspects of food, clothing, and shelter are much like the United States. In Canada wheat is the biggest agricultural crop. Canada can export things easily because it is at a spot where it is easy to export goods because they have ports on the Pacific ocean, the Great Lakes, and the Hudson Bay.  In addition to the many grains Canada has many fish such as salmon. Other than the plentiful amount of fish and grains, Canada is much like the United States on what we like to eat.  The syrup is a majority in Canada.  Some of the foods made by the Indians in Canada are roast polar bear, boiled reindeer, moose meat soup, sweet pickled beaver, squirrel fricassee, fried woodchuck. Stuffed whale breast, steamed muskrat legs, boiled porcupine, boiled caribou hoofs. Baked skunk, dried buffalo meat, baked salmon, roast or boiled corn, and acorn bread.  That is very different from the American cuisine as you can tell.  Now Canada does not eat that food, instead they eat much more sophisticated food.  You can still find some of that food in Montreal, Toronto and  Vancouver.  Also fish is important in what they eat.  They eat a lot of fish like Atlantic lobster,  Duckling, smoked salmon, corn fed pork, caviar, Arctic char, Winnipeg gold eye, wild rice, cod tongues, wild turkey and bacon.

Clothing: They clothing material in Canada is the same, but they wear heavier more winter clothes because they have a shorter summers and colder winters. They are a big fan of the goose feather clothing.  In their winter jackets to keep them warm they put the feathers in the hoods. Moccasins (from the Indians), boots, gloves, hats, long pants, and wool is very common to see when you go to Canada in the winter.  Pretty much Canadian clothing is the same as American. 


Shelter: Shelter in Canada is much like shelter in the US.  We all use houses and the houses are standard houses like we have.  In Canada they have many Log Cabins and wood built houses in the forest.  There are many many trees in Canada.
