2. Review Definition  Paragraphs

· Definition: 

A definition paragraph explains what something is and gives facts, details, and examples to make the definition clear to the reader.

· Quotation Marks: Use quotation marks when you use another person´s words.

Commas, periods, and question marks go inside close quotation marks.

· Examples:  Use examples when writing about a difficult or abstract topic.  Place examples after you have explained the idea.

3. Discuss: 

A. Sentence Fragments

A SENTENCE FRAGMENT fails to be a sentence in the sense that it cannot stand by itself. It does not contain even one independent clause. 
B. Comma splices

A  comma splice is the attempt to join two independent clauses with a comma, but without a coordinator.

EXAMPLE
I got up late this morning, I didn't have time for breakfast.
CORRECTIONS:
I got up late this morning. I didn't have time for breakfast.
or
I got up late this morning; I didn't have time for breakfast.
or
I got up late this morning, so I didn't have time for breakfast.
or
I got up late this morning, and I didn't have time for breakfast.
C. Choppy Sentences.

Small sentences are boring to read. Many of them strung together look bad. They appear simple. Your thoughts look simple, too. It's like you can't sustain an idea for more than a few words.
