	Event Description

	First year
	This year is taught the basic sciences such as biology and physical chemistry, and laboratories are applied to study the basic plan in those subjects. The material becomes a bit more extensive as they go year round.
The first semesters you have to study: chemistry, biology, mathematical physics, oral and written expression, English scientist, medical informatics and physical education.

The second semesters you study the second part of the same subject of the first half.



	Second year


	This year is still in basic cycle, but is based on social science research methodology and statistics, is rather theoretical at first, but in the second semester reinforced with more scientist material.
The first semester you study: Research methodology, introduction to statics, anthropology, history of Panama, Panama geography, social medicine.

The second semesters you have to study: the third part of chemistry, physicochemical, biostatistics, demography, medical ethics, ecology.

	Third year


	This year will enter the biomedical or preclinical cycle, where the material begins to get much heavier.

It begins to taught the subjects such as anatomy and embryology and parasitology, which rely heavily on the human body and its characteristics from different points as nutrition or histology. The use of cadavers is very common in the laboratories for a much deeper examination. Usually this cycle is very important in terms of race because many do not advance it, by the material and given over that have 40 hours of lab per week.
The first semesters you study:  human biochemistry, human anatomy, human embryology, human parasitology, human histology, medical nutrition.
The second semesters you have to study: neuro anatomy, human physiology, microbiology, medical psychology, epidemiology and radiology.

	Fourth year


	In the first half of this year still are in the biomedical cycle and begin to see the pharmaceutical area and pathological, as well as see immunological theory. In the second half start the clinical course and start to give the materials to the race, at this time the things get difficult due to the hours of laboratories that are 40 hours at the week.
The first semesters you study: Medical pharmacology, human pathology, psychopathology, medical immunology, medical history and clinical physiology propaedeutic.

The second semesters you have to study: pediatrics, psychiatry, clinical hematology, the second part of medical pharmacology, epidemiology, pulmonology, cardiology, endocrinology.

	Fifth year


	This year give about 35 hours of lab a week and give courses focused on neurology, surgery and traumatology, and also focuses on the emergency area.
The first semesters you have to study: dermatology, gastroenterology, neurology, emergency medicine, surgery, obstetrics, the second part of pediatrics, orthopedics and traumatology.

The second semesters you study: gynecology, neurosurgery, preventive medicine, family medicine and otolaryngology.

	Sixth year
	In the last year there is the science applied to forensics and materials applied to very specific medical specialties such as ophthalmology or oncology, and the number of the laboratories is lower.
The first semesters you study: oncology, ophthalmology, urology, legal medicine, nephrology, and rheumatology.

 The second semesters you have to study: the second part of preventive medicine, first aid and correlative radiology, geriatrics and therapeutics.

	Internship Cycle
	The internship takes about 2 years, is attended entirely by teaching units hospitality, and is the implementation phase of the cycle of biomedical knowledge and clinical cycle, along with the skills acquired during the career. Is based in the use hospital equipment, so it generates diagnostic skills and technical procedures. You have approximately 844 hours on duty per week, namely 24 hours a day for a week, and a period of approximately one year with time of 8 hours per day Monday through Friday and a final assessment by examination.

	Medical Specialty
	After going through 8 years of the career, you can choose a specialty, because your career can only perform primary health care as a general practitioner, but if you study a specialty, you can focus on treating a specific system or part of the body. It lasts about 2 or 5 years old depending on specialty. For example if you want to specialize in surgery, it takes 4 years and have to give about 25 subjects such as colorectal surgery, surgery of thorax and head. Then you have to do the residence of the specialization that may be about 2 years. Also after your practice can study other subspecialty as cardiovascular surgery or cosmetic surgery.
