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	First year
	Medical student will learn basic science subjects. Also they have to adapt to college life.

	Second year
	During this time medical students start to study subjects that more related to the career in a deep way.

	Third year
	This is one the most difficult year because many students quit the career.

	Fourth year
	Medical student in Panama are taken to hospitals to learn how to take care of patients but also have to attend class.

	Fifth year
	Once students get this year they continue in contact with patients and doctors but it is still difficult.

	Sixth year
	Medical students spend more time in hospitals and they are moved into different areas in the hospitals. At this level medical students has been oriented to choose the specialty interest them.

	Seventh and Eighth  years
	Boarding school: medical student examine patients before physicians come to visit them, in order to give a diagnostic. In that period they will obtain a license to practice.

	Ninth, tenth and eleventh years
	Residency: during this period medical students study a specialty, were they will gain further experience and training.
