Answer: The difference between a primary care physician and a specialist is that primary care physicians provide medical services for life for the whole family.General internists, family physicians and general pediatricians and therefore are considered primary care doctors. Since they are the first doctors that people consult for medical care. And they are trained to provide the wide range of services, and children need adults. When the needs of specific health patients require further treatment, primary care physicians are sent to see a specialist.
However medical experts differ as he focuses on treating a particular system or body part. For example, surgeons treat injuries, diseases and deformities by performing surgical procedures, neurologists treat disorders of the brain and spinal cord, cardiologists treat heart and blood vessels, and treating ophthalmologists and other eye. They work together with primary care physicians to ensure that patients receive treatment for specific medical problems, and as complete and comprehensive care for life.

· In the third year, you gain experience with patients in the hospital, clinic and office settings in the fields of internal medicine, family medicine, pediatrics, obstetrics and gynecology, surgery and psychiatry.
