FESTIVAL OF LIGHTS IN THAILAND
The original name is LOI KRATHONG and it is celebrated annually throughout Thailand. It takes place on the evening of the full moon of the 12th month in the traditional Thai lunar calendar, usually in November for the western calendar. LOI means “to float” and KRATHONG refers to the container which floats on the water.
