After a careful reports examination I got this idea: my pupils show an ecological sensibility which provides them with a new perspective on life. 
They want to take action in order to reduce waste, either by encouraging material efficiency, reducing waste generation, or enabling the recovery and reuse of discarded material. 
As second step of our work I chose the brainstorming method to quickly generate a large number of ideas about a specific problem such as energy; in unstructured brainstorming, students simply contribute ideas as they come to mind. 
The advantage of this free-form brainstorming is that students can build off each others ideas. A student is chosen as secretary and he write the problem on a blackboard; moreover he writes all ideas on the board as possible; each idea is numbered for future reference. 

After Brainstorming we reduced our list to the most important items; the students have combined items that are similar and discussed each item - in turn - on its own merits. 
We also eliminated items that may not apply to original topic, finally I gave each student one final chance to add items. Finally a decision was taken: we’ll produce biodiesel using waste oil for example vegetable oil that has already been used for cooking. Students will also have the job of waste’s recovery.
During the conversation students have been raised some key questions: 
1. How do renewable and non renewable resources differ? Where does each come from? 
2. Which creates more useable energy? 
3. Create a working definition of sustainability for the class to use. 
4. What are biofuels? Brainstorm types of biofuels that the students have heard of before.
